Do you know what it means? | read this poem in college. My Professor tried to clear its meaning but could not.
Now when | read following article in *Times of India® by Ellen Booth Church’, 1 understood the

eaning.
"X THE ARTICLE READ

“With sharp rise in demand for quality education, pre-school learning has also seen increased
emphasis on quality and quantity. Undisputably pre-school education in children’s formative
years is so critical: Brain research have shown that the first 2,000 days in a child’s life are the most
important. Children are born with billions of brain cells but unless we interact with them and develop
programmes that encourage the synaptic connections between those cells, they actually die off-This
is the window of opportunity to develop thinkers and lifelong learners. The children
should be in love with leaming, be curious about things. And it's in those 2,000 days that
children develop learming strategies, learn how to think and problem-solve.Such programmes should
be developed that encourage children to think. The children should have freedom fo ask questions
and problem-solve. Children are natural-born scientists. They're always observing, experimenting
and inferring about things in their environment. Such programmes should be developed that
encourage that. Also, interaction between adults and their children is important. Grown-ups need to
be the ones who pose the right questions that encourage children to think,
One of the things that has been discovered in brain research is that children need lo interact
with other children as well as with adults other than their own parents. Each time a child has to explain
his thinking to somebody else, it takes understanding in the brain’s short-term memory, putting it in the
long-term memaory, and synaptic connections are recreated in the brain that prepare children for future
interactions with other people, Hence, there’s huge value in meeting up with other children and trained
adults in a pre-school environment......also, the things that can be provided in an educational setting
help build that social and emotional balance in children. Another thing that has been found from
research is, having children gone into a programme where they interact with other children and loving
and caring adults, can actually change their brain chemistry and encourages the beginning of healing
in cases of traumatic experiences. While an ideal pre-school programme needs to have its standards
on how to work with children, it should also focus on the individual child. It needs to be open to the
diverse experiences that different children bring and see the value in that, You can never lake away
what you give children in pre-school years. They may go on into a programme that's not as open-
ended but skills they learn in the formative years - problemsolving, thinking, developing a good sense
of self - are irreplaceable.”
