CERN, the European Organization for Nuclear
Research, is the world's largest particle physics
laboratory, located in Geneva, Switzerland. It's a hub
for ground-breaking research, where scientists from
around the globe collaborate to unravel the
mysteries of the universe.

In 2004, the Indian government gifted a 2-meter-tall
statue of Lord Shiva, depicted in his cosmic dance
pose (Nataraja), to CERN. This iconic statue
symbolizes the connection between Hindu
philosophy and modern physics. The dance
represents the cycle of creation, preservation, and
destruction, mirroring the eternal flux of particles in
quantum mechanics.
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*CERN's Achievements*

e Discovered the C Higgs boson (2013), a
fundamental particle in the Standard Model of
particle physics.

e Conducted experiments that led to Nobel Prizes
in Physics(1984,1992,2013).

On 18 June 2004, CERN unveiled an unusual new
landmark, a 2 m. tall statue of the Indian deity Lord
Shiva. The statue is a gift from India, celebrating
CERN's long association with India which started in
the 1960's and continues strongly today. It was
unveiled by the Director General, Dr. Robert Aymar,
His Excellency Mr K. M. Chandrasekhar,
Ambassador (WTO-Geneva) and Dr. Anil Kakodkar,
Chairman of the Atomic Energy Commission and
Secretary, Dept of Atomic Energy, India.

The Shiva statue in the Nataraja form symbolizes
Shakti, or life force. A plaque alongside the statue
explains that the belief is that Lord Shiva danced the
Universe into existence, motivates it, and will
eventually extinguishiit.

Carl Sagan drew the metaphor between the cosmic
dance of the Nataraja and the modern study of the
'‘cosmicdance' of subatomic particles.

The statue was made in India. The original sculpture
was a wax model, around which a soil mould was
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made. Melting the wax left a hollow into which liquid
metal was poured. Once cooled, the mould was split
and the statue polished and given its antique finish.

The statue is on permanent display in the square
between buildings 39 and 40, a short distance from
the Main Building.

Psychology tells us that the human mind is highly
malleable. Our thoughts, habits, and emotional
responses are not formed in isolation. Before our
behaviour changes, our environment begins
influencing us—quietly but consistently.

The people we talk to daily, the attitude we
normalize, and the energy we absorb all leave a
psychological imprint.

According to social learning theory, proposed by
Albert Bandura, humans learn by observing others.
This means the people around us act as live
examples. Overtime, this observation turns into
conditioning, where the brain starts accepting
repeated behavioursand mindsetsas normal.

This idea was beautifully expressed by James Clear,
who said, “You pick up habits, values and attitudes
from the people you spend time with.” In schools
and youth circles, this influence spreads through
emotional contagion, where motivation,
confidence, or negativity passes from one person to
another—often withoutanyone realizing it.

There is another powerful insight, beautifully given
by Jim Rohn:

“You are the average of the 5 people you spend
mosttime with.”

Psychology explains this through normative social
influence—our tendency to adapt to what feels
acceptable within a group. When growth is normal,
growth follows. When constant negativity is normal,
potential slowly shrinks.

However, psychology also reminds us that it is not
necessary to surround yourself with many people. A
small circle with strong morals, emotional
intelligence and good instincts matters more than a
large crowd. Quality always outweighs quantity.

As Robin Sharma beautifully said, “Loneliness is not
being alone, it is being surrounded by the wrong
people." In fact, solitude can be healthy. It
encourages self-reflection, emotional regulation,
and intrinsic motivation-the drive comes that comes
from within.

Psychology, makes one message clear: growth does
not come from popularity, it comes from awareness.
Your environment is not just around you; it is
shaping who you become. Choose itwisely.

January 2026,

NASA

announced that

Sunita Williams

retired from the

Agency,

effective 27

December

2025,

concluding an extraordinary 27 - year career in
human spaceflight.

Her retirement followed a historic nine-month
mission aboard the International Space Station
(ISS), one of the longest unexpected stays in orbit,
highlighting endurance, leadership and scientific
excellence. NASA Administrator Jared Isaacman
described Williams as a trailblazer, crediting
leadership on the ISS and her contribution to
commercial space flight and future Artemis Moon
mission.

Williams flew three space missions, beginning with
STS-116in 2006, later commanding Expedition 33
in 2012, making her one of the few women to lead
the ISS.

Her final mission began in June 2024 aboard
Boeing Star liner which extended to 286 days and
concluding in March 2025.

Mesozoic era

Earth is around 4.6 billion years old and became a
life sustaining planet early in its history. Many time
periods came and went along with the life they
contained. One such era was the Mesozoic era, also
known as the Age of Reptiles, which came after the
largest mass extinction of all time- The Great Dying,
which killed 96% of all life on Earth and putting an
end to the Palaeozoic era. The Mesozoic era is
characterized by the tectonic breakup of the
supercontinent Pangaea, a hotter climate than our
modern world, and the emergence and dominance
of reptiles such as pterosaurs. crocodilians and the

famous Dinosaurs.

Dinosaurs ruled this world for about 170 million
years before the asteroid strike and were one of the
most successful and diverse animal groups. They
firstappeared around 230 MYA and continue to live
today as birds. An average person of today might
have many negative stereotypes about dinosaurs,
but they were like modern animals, they didn't kill
for fun, and not all dinosaurs were massive, In fact,
most dinosaurs were small and they were fairly
intelligent as shown by their complex group
behaviour and relatively large brains compared to
their body size. Birds are the last surviving lineage of
dinosaurs. Every bird, from chickens to eagles is a
dinosaur as they originate from a lineage of small
theropods called maniraptoran theropods. There
were many groups of dinosaurs such as the
theropods (e.g. Tyrannosaurus rex). sauropods (e.g.

Brachiosaurus), ceratopsians(e.g. Triceratops) etc.

There were other groups of animals that lived
alongside the dinosaurs, such as the Pterosaurs who
dominated the skies and were the largest organisms
ever, like Quetzalcoatlus there were also aquatic
reptiles such as Ichthyosaurs, Plesiosaurs and

Mosasaurs. Conifers and cycads were the main plant

life with flowering plants evolving later in the era.
The Mesozoic era was divided into three geologic

periods:

Triassic Period (252 MYA-201 MYA): The
supercontinent Pangaea existed and saw the
emergence of the first dinosaurs, pterosaurs and

various dominantaquaticreptiles.

Jurassic Period (201 MYA-143 MYA): In this, Pangaea
split apart into two supercontinents while the
dinosaurs became the dominant creatures
diversifying into many groups and the first mammals

emerged.

The Cretaceous Period (143 MYA-66 MYA): The two
continents continued splitting apart, flowering
plants evolved, dinosaurs diversified even more,
and saw the emergence of a new marine group- the

Mosasaurs.

The Mesozoic Era ended with K-Pg mass extinction,
when an asteroid bigger than Mt. Everest struck
earth. The non-avian dinosaurs perished along with
the pterosaurs etc. while avian dinosaurs (birds)
survived. This mass extinction paved path for the
start of a new era the Cenozoic Era-with our group,

the mammals, becoming dominant.
