No. and CAPTCHA as shown on the screen.

2. The user needs to Click on to the button Login to CISCE Service Portal using their 

registered email address and password. Those who do not have an account may create 

one by clicking on Register now 

3. The recheck charges for both ICSE and ISC will be Rs.1,000/- per subject, per 

candidate. 

4.  The Online Module for submitting the request for recheck of the results will 

remain open from 1.5.26 to 4.5.26. 

5. The results will be available on Careers Portal. 

Re-evaluation of answer scripts 

1. A student, who is not satisfied with his or her recheck marks. may apply for 

re-evaluation directly using the menu link Public Services on the Council’s website: 

https://.cisce.org. 

2. The user needs to Click on to the button Login to CISCE Service Portal using their 

registered email address and password. Those who do not have an account may create 

one by clicking on Register now 

3. The re evaluation charges for both ICSE and ISC will be Rs.1,500/- per subject,per 

candidate. 

4.  The Online Module for submitting the request for recheck of the results will 

open a Day after the declaration of Recheck results. Module remains open for 

THREE days only 

5. The results will be available on Careers Portal, within three weeks. 

Improvement Examination 

1. Students who wish to improve their marks in the same year of examination, may 

appear for the Improvement Examination in a maximum of three subjects.
