OF THE PARENTS 
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• Parents are requested to make sure your 
ward brings the bag according to the time 
table. 

• Parents can request for two days leave on 
the school app. For leave exceeding two 
days a formal leave application has to be submitted in the office. 

• A pupil's name may be struck off the school register, if he/she is absent 
from the school for more than 6 days without the Principal's permission. 

No separate Information ln this regard will be sent to the parents. If 
he/she wishes to rejoin the school, he/she will have to fulfill the 
conditions for the admission hke a new pupil. 

• 90% attendance is compulsory in the academic year to get promoted to 
next class.
