1. A slight marginal increase in school fee and transport fee. 
2. Parents who intend to take school leaving certificate for their wards are

So, if the child is not well and 
you have to go somewhere with your child kindly apply for leave. Half day will 
not be sanctioned and is not allowed as per rules. Leave application should be 
sent before 08:00 am for us to mark the attendance accordingly.
