1. Water on the Moon
It was India’s first lunar orbiter Chandrayaan-1 that
helped confirm the presence of water on the moon. Launched
by ISRO in 2008, Chandrayaan-1 carried on board the Moon
Impact Probe (MIP) along with other scientific instruments. The MIP
crash-landed at the designated site on the lunar south pole on November
14. During its descent, it had picked up signs of the presence of water
molecules there. The location of the impact, which took place on former
PM Jawaharlal Nehrw's birth anniversary, was named “Jawahar Point”.
