We are pleased to announce the commencement of the National Cadet Corps (NCC) enrollment for the current academic
session. St. Xavier's is proud to be affiliated with the 1 Delhi Girls Battalion, offering our young students a premier
platform to develop character, discipline , secular outlook, comradeship, and a sense of responsibility.

Jesuit Mission, in and through quality education, aims to form leaders in service, men and women of competence,
conscience and compassionate commitment. Resonating the same motto and vision, in 2017, the then Principal Fr. M.
Arockiam S.J and the Vice Principal Mr. K.J. Devasia took the decisive step of establishing an NCC COY (Army) under the
NCC Unit 1 DELHI GIRLS BATTALION (1DGBN) for the girls of classes 8 & 9. The cadets are given regular Institutional
Training to give them an exposure to the 'regimental way of life' and Defence Services' work ethos. The in-house training
inculcates in them, the values of self-confidence, discipline, punctuality, orderliness, respect for the authorities, sincerity
of purpose, secular outlook, comradeship, spirit of adventure and sportsmanship. The cadets attend 10 days Annual
Training camp wherein they are given hands-on training in various professional skills like Weapon Training, Map reading,
Field Craft/Battle Craft etc. It is mandatory for the cadets to attend at least one camp during the two year period of their
enrolment.

Enrollment Vacancy & Eligibility :

For this session, we have a limited vacancy of 25 seats specifically for girls of Class 8. We invite all interested students
who are medically fit and eager to learn to apply for this prestigious unit.

Selection Criteria: A Balanced Approach

The NCC seeks "all-rounders" who can balance their school life with cadet training. Selection will be based on the
following D-Skills (Discipline, Dedication, and Determination):

> Academic Standing: Candidates should maintain a consistent average in their studies. This ensures the student
can manage the additional commitment of NCC parades and camps without compromising their academic
progress.

> General Physical Fitness: Basic stamina and a positive, "can-do" attitude toward outdoor activities and drills.

> Active Participation: We value students who are active in school life—whether in clubs, house events, or creative
arts (music, dance, or public speaking).

> Aptitude for Discipline: A good behavioral record in school is essential, as the NCC is built on the foundation of
military-style discipline.

Selection will be based on the following criteria:

» Physical Fitness Test: Basic drills and stamina checks (e.g., short runs).

» Academic Standing: A consistent record in school academics.

> Interview: A brief interaction to gauge the student's interest and dedication.
The orientation for parents and students regarding the NCC enrollment will be held on Saturday, 11th April 2026.
The enrollment drive will be held in the first week of April .
