All other regular Masses are cancelled on this day, including those at the Mass centers. 

Kindly purchase 
them in advance for yourself and your family. All BEC leaders are requested to bring 
the picture of your patron saint to be carried during the procession. Let us come together 
as a community in faith and joy to celebrate this special day.
